SOLA International Bibliobattle Application Guidelines

@ Content

We will do a ‘bibliobattle’ in English. A bibliobattle is a sport in which battlers introduce their
favorite book and present its charms. After battlers finish presenting, the spectators will vote for the
‘champion book’ based on how much they want to read the books. Since this year’s SOLA
International Bibliobattle is about books related to SDGs, it is not only an opportunity to learn about
different books but to also increase awareness about global issues. If you like books or are interested
in SDGs, we would love for you to join!

e The tournament will be divided into two parts: the preliminary rounds and the final round.
After commencing, we plan to hold the preliminary rounds in small Zoom breakout rooms.
We will pick the ‘champion book’ in the final round from those that have passed the
preliminary rounds.

Each battler will present for 5 minutes and have a 3 minute Q&A afterwards.
Battlers can vote as well, but not for their own presentation.
People who will not participate can spectate as well (see 4 How to register [spectators]).
Spectators can vote in the preliminary and final round.
The presented books must be related to SDGs.
Rules for International Bibliobattles
1. Battlers must bring a book that they think is interesting.
a. Itis fine if the book was recommended by somebody else, but the battler
must choose the book themself.
b. This year’s tournament’s theme is SDGs.
2. Battlers must present their book for 5 minutes per person in order.

a. Battlers must stop presenting after 5 minutes.

b. As a general rule, don’t hand out presentation materials beforehand, and
present live.

c. Battlers must use up their 5 minutes of presentation time.

3. After the presentations, discuss for 2-3 minutes about the book.

a. Do not criticize the presentation and instead ask for clarification or questions
that help determine what book you want to read most.

b. Make sure that the bibliobattle is fun and enjoyable for all of the participants.

c. Itis possible to extend the Q&A time for a little while.

4. After the presentations, battlers and viewers vote 1 time per person based on what
book they want to read the most. The book with the most votes will become the
‘champion book.’

a. Battlers may not vote for the book that they presented.
b. The ‘champion book’ will be decided democratically. It must not be decided
by a sole figure such as the faculty or moderator.
